CC: Weight loss.

HPI: An 83-year-old seen in room. Daughter/POA Michelle Long was present. She brought up that her mother had complained of burning when she peed and that her skin was hurting around her vagina. I told her we would check which we did and the patient was cooperative with exam. There was comment that the daughter had wanted to speak to me about the patient’s qualification for hospice care. She did not bring that up however.
DIAGNOSES: Mixed vascular/Alzheimer’s dementia, hypothyroid, sarcopenia, asthma, and degenerative disc disease.

ALLERGIES: Levaquin and Exelon.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Toprol 25 mg h.s., Megace 200 mg b.i.d, Lasix 40 mg MWF, Avapro 150 mg b.i.d, levothyroxine 37.5 mg q.d., Singulair q.d., Macrodantin 50 mg h.s., and omeprazole 20 mg q.d.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail elderly female pleasant, but confused.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/56, pulse 56, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, and weight 91 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Independently ambulatory. Move limbs in a normal range of motion. She has trace ankle edema and negative pretibial and perivaginal area. There is redness in bilateral intertriginous area. There is no vaginal discharge noted.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x1-2, pending the day. She makes eye contact. Soft spoken. She states a few words at a time. Not able to give information. It is not clear that she understands given information. She can make her needs known. She tends to be somewhat shy.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dysuria. UA with C&S ordered and Pyridium 100 mg t.i.d x2 days for dysuria.

2. Constipation. MiraLax is p.r.n. and I am changing it to MWF routine.

3. Perivaginal irritation. Boudreaux’s Butt paste to be applied to perivaginal area q. shift.
CPT 99350 and direct POA contact 20 minutes.
