CC: Medication review and met with son/POA Ron Musgrave.

HPI: A 90-year-old with advanced to end-stage vascular dementia and behavioral issue in the form of physical aggression. The patient was seen today. His son wanted to speak with me stating that he had been visiting with his father for about an hour and wanted me to look at his father who is just sitting at the end of a table in his wheelchair and just looking blankly straight ahead. He stated that he made no attempt to interact or speak with his father despite son trying to talk with him. He states he can just stare out into space as there anything wrong with him and I just told him that it is one of the features that we see in advanced to end-stage dementia patients. He questioned whether he was overmedicated and I did tell him that I started Depakote 250 mg b.i.d. after witnessing last week’s physical aggression directed toward staff. And at this point that it is likely at a level where it is therapeutic and I told him that given possible sedation that I would do a trial a decreased dosing and he is pleased with that. The patient’s wife now got an apartment in AL. She sleeps there and goes there for rest periods like after lunch. Her son states that she looks much better since she has gotten rest and she is willing to take an apartment separate from her husband in MC.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced vascular dementia, BPSD in the form of verbal and physical aggression and care resistance, HTN, BPH, gait instability and is in wheelchair.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/09/23.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail elderly male seated quietly sleeping part of the time and the other time eyes open just starring blankly ahead and no interaction with anyone else including his son.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/60, pulse 66, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, and weight 144.2 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has fair neck and truncal stability in his manual wheelchair, which he makes no effort to propel.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. BPSD. The aggression has significantly decreased since Depakote initiated a week ago. We will now decrease to 125 mg b.i.d. and monitor, hopefully behavior will still be tempered at a lower dose.

2. Social. I spoke with the son about dementia progression where his father is at and fact that the goals now just to keep him safe and comfortable.
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
