CC: Scalp laceration.
HPI: A 78-year-old with advanced unspecified dementia and gait instability who has repeated number of falls. The patient has used a walker and finally been able to get him into a wheelchair however if he is not being watched he will get up and attempt to walk independently resulting in a fall. He did that same thing except he had a fall on 11/07/23 hit his head and due to the laceration had extensive bleeding, was sent to the ER and returned with three staples on the back of his scalp. The patient was sitting quietly with the staff who are monitoring him and it was quite interesting that I did not recognize who he was and he looks very different as though he is somewhat shrunk. In June 2023 his weight was 190.4 pounds and he is currently 170 pounds so a 20-pound weight loss in five months. He smiled at the fact that he had notable weight loss and I noted that when the nursing staff was engaged with other residents he motioned as though he were to try to get up but was caught in time.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
HEENT: Posterior scalp there are three staples in place. Area is clearly well healed with small amount of eschar, surrounding area is normal skin color. No edema or tenderness.

NEURLOGIC: The patient made eye contact. He smiled but did not speak.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Scalp laceration with staples in place. Order for staple removal. Nurse has the piece of equipment necessary to remove the staples and he was pre-medicated with pain medication so that he would hopefully be more cooperative.
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
