CC: Medication issue.
HPI: A 74-year-old female now followed by Family Legacy Hospice per daughter’s request. The patient had a three-week stay at Rolling Hills Geri Psych returning to Harbor Chase on 10/09/23. She returned on several medications that she had not been on previously however her behavior since has been quite manageable without compromising her alertness or baseline cognition. I was contacted yesterday as there was a change in patient’s Geri Psych medications during an IDT. The patient was presented to their medical director without the information. The patient had a month-long Geri Psych stay and that there were several medications initiated at that time which included those that were reviewed and adjusted. I did speak with someone yesterday stating that the medication would be restarted today when I would be here at the facility and explained why she has the medication she does in place. Today when I came in I was told that yesterday evening and this morning that she has been verbally aggressive with a couple of other residents getting close to them physically threatening that she was going to hit them or beat them up so there has been refractory behavior showing the need for what was discontinued. Later I was contacted by the DON of the hospice and the situation was reviewed. I just told them that I have made clear to any hospice that I follow my patients into hospice care so before things are adjusted or stopped I would like to be called.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Medication issues. Lamictal restarted to 50 mg b.i.d.

2. Renal insufficiency. BMP shows a BUN and creatinine of 32.8/2.79. Review of 10/03/23 values are 37/2.6.

3. Thrombocytosis. CBC shows a platelet count of 545. Thrombocytosis is a trend for patient and at last check 10/03/23 her platelet count was 445 so it is increased now to 545,000. We will monitor.
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
