CC: Lab review.
HPI: An 86-year-old female who before I went into see her staff told me that she had had unusual behavior in the past couple of days but today most notably. Making unusual comments and seen dancing in her living room and a bizarre manner making unusual comments as well as dancing and just acting different than her baseline. When I spoke with the patient she was somewhat flippant about her lab review and when I was done she was getting really close the door and she opened it and looked at me and she said it is a very strange thing out here and I said I am not sure what you mean and she said look around she said I do not see anyone here that looks like me and it is clear that she was referencing the rest of the staff were African American and she is an English woman.

DIAGNOSES: MCI, history of vertigo, femur fracture in July, which has healed nicely and she is resumed mobility independently.

ALLERGIES: MORPHINE and SULFA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Calcium 600 mg b.i.d., Robaxin 500 mg h.s., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., probiotic q.d., Claritin 10 mg q.d., meclizine 25 mg b.i.d., MVI q.d., oxybutynin 5 mg b.i.d., and  Protonix 40 mg q.d.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Petite older female acting a little different but made eye contact.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 154/72, pulse 73, temperature 98.6, respirations 17, and weight 109.2 pounds.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Independent ambulation. Moves arms in a normal range of motion. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x2, has to reference for date and time. Speech is clear. She did make some unusual comments.

SKIN; Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Macrocytosis. CBC shows a normal H&H with MCV and MCH of 104.7 and 36.1 both macrocytic so B-complex vitamin is started.

2. CMP review normal with slight elevation in alkaline phosphatase of 108 and T-bili of 1.4 otherwise unremarkable.

3. Unusual behavior. A question of the patient doing or taking something that is not prescribed. A urine drug screen is ordered.
