HPI: A 94-year-old who I was contacted about who stated she did not feel well and could not be any more specific. A request for UA with C&S, order was given and then several hours later I received a long text from the patient’s granddaughter/POA Angie Peden who stated that her grandmother was tearful stating that she was afraid the near was end and I did not know what was wrong with her which scared her granddaughter. I contacted staff who went and checked on her. She was able to be calm down and her vital signs were stable at that time. I then gave order for UA with C&S for the UA had actually been obtained to send it out and to empirically begin treatment with Levaquin 500 mg one p.o. q.d. The patient also complained of just feeling sore and achy all over so tramadol 50 mg one q.6h. p.r.n. and she has Tylenol 650 mg q.6h. p.r.n. I recommended that she be hydrated and be put into bed comfortably and staff would check on her later into the evening. I then contacted her granddaughter spoke with her directly about all the above and the orders that I had given her. She thanked me and was very appreciative.
