HPI: A 79-year-old whose daughter actually called and spoke to the facility nurse that she had been talking to her mother who had told her that she hurt when she was urinating and did not know what to do so saw the patient today. Asked her if she was having difficulty with urination, she looked around and I told her it was okay to let me know that I was aware that she was having some problem and that we could take care of it if she wanted me to help her which she did. Later she asked me how I knew and I told her that her daughter had called me she was embarrassed but reassured her there was nothing wrong with this that it happens frequently to women as well as men. So I told her we would be getting a urine specimen to send and know what type of infection if any there was and how to treat it. In the meantime, I am ordering Pyridium 100 mg one tablet three times a day for two days to get rid of the burning and so she is pleased with that.
