CC: Fall followup.
HPI: A 93-year-old female who had a fall in her living room. She stated that she was getting up tying to weight bear and readjusted herself on her couch, lost her balance, fell and hit her left earlobe on her side table. There wfas a lot of bleeding. She was sent to OU HealthSouth where she received lacerations to her left earlobe as well as imaging, which ruled out anything wrong with her chest, pelvis, or thoracic spine. She states that she is feeling back to her normal self today. The patient states she is sleeping okay. Her appetite is at baseline and she denies headache.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is seated comfortably. She is alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/86, pulse 90, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, and weight 137 pounds.

HEENT: Her left earlobe where it is attached to behind her jaw line. There are sutures in place with eschar formation. There is no edema or redness of the ear.

NEURO: She is alert. Makes eye contact. Soft spoken. She states a few words at a time. Oriented x2.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Left earlobe laceration with sutures this occurred on 11/03. We will order for suture removal on 11/13.
