HISTORY: This is a 36-year-old female here for suture removal. The patient indicates that she suffered a laceration while cooking 10 days 11/01/2023. She is here for suture removal. She states she has no other complains.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 98%at room air

Blood pressure 116/81.

Pulse 87.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.1.

Middle finger right hand suture is in good repair. There is no evidence for infection or abscess. She has good range of motion. No discomfort. Capillary refill less than two seconds.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Suture removal.

PLAN: Procedure removal of sutures with a scissor and #11 blade a total of four sutures were removed. The patient tolerated the procedure well. The site was however reinforced with Steri-Strips and she was educated on activity restrictions.

She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
