History: Mr. Scerra is a 70-year-old white male with history of bladder cancer. He was getting BCG treatments, but he had some bad side effects and reaction with sepsis after the BCG and that treatment was discontinued. He tolerated the first two courses well, but the third course he had the problem and so they are not planning to give it back to him. His other problem includes a stent placement. The patient had been on anticoagulants like Brilinta for a while, but he is off all blood thinners and he called today because he was feeling sick with severe sinus infection. He thought it would get better in few days, but he tried over-the-counter medicines without any improvement and he states with today being Friday he did not want to wait and go to the emergency room, hence he called. He is not running fever. He has not done a COIVID test. He has been advised to do the COVID test. He is not short of breath, but he states it is all sinus and postnasal drainage and I think he has acute sinusitis, but considering him to be an immunocompromised host, I think we should go ahead and give him some doxycycline and some steroids in a tapering dose. He is advised to contact me next week if he is not feeling better or earlier if need be. His wife was also informed of this and his prescriptions were sent to Kroger on Boonville Road.
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
