CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with a squirrel bite to his right hand four days ago. He states that the squirrel was injured cut and he was trying to check on squirrel to be sure it was all right and it bit his right third finger. Now, it appears to be healing without getting worse with continued slight tenderness without drainage or redness.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient describes lesions of buttocks off and on with swelling, pain with some bleeding, also describes a rash in his lower back for about a month which is slightly pruritic. The patient acknowledges he has been out of diabetic medications and blood pressure medications for over a month. He describes diarrhea in the past two days with nausea 12 times yesterday, four times today.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: With puncture wounds to right third distal finger without evidence of infection or inflammation. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Psoriatic type rash to lower back measuring 4 x 3 cm without evidence of infection or inflammation other than rash.
The patient had random blood sugar two hours p.c. of 161 in the office.
DIAGNOSES: Type II diabetes, hypertension off medications, squirrel bite to right hand, external hemorrhoids per history, and dermatitis to lower back, questionable psoriasis.
PLAN: The patient advised to get notified by the Health Department about squirrel bite and to take squirrel there to be examined for evidence of rabies as soon as possible, given their phone number. The patient was advised to continue to try to lose weight and better control diabetes. His medications were filled. The patient was given prescription for Anusol hydrocortisone to take for apparent hemorrhoids, was given Keflex antibiotic because of squirrel bite to cover for possible infection. The patient was given triamcinolone steroid cream to apply to rash on his back with a routine followup here and as needed.
