PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is awake, alert and oriented x 3. He has dysarthria.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/60. Pulse 78. Temperature 97.9 F. Respirations 18.
HEENT: Normocephalic and atraumatic. Eyes – Anicteric. No ear or nose discharge 

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Right knee surgery site has been significantly healed and both leg no edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake and alert. Right-sided weakness.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT: 

1. Traumatic brain injury resulted in right side weakness.

2. Ambulatory dysfunction.

3. Recent septic right knee completed antibiotic course.

4. History of pneumonia treated with antibiotics.

5. Liver mass suspected liver carcinoma and has been evaluated by hematology and oncology.
