SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen as a followup at subacute rehab because the patient has recent traumatic subarachnoid hemorrhage. The patient has known history of anoxic brain injury in the past, cardiac arrhythmia, expressive aphasia and dementia, and seizure disorder. At present, the patient is adjusting well to physical therapy. He denies any headache or dizziness. He is still forgetful, confused and disoriented.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake. He is alert, forgetful, and disoriented.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/76. Pulse 60. Temperature 98.0 F. Respirations 18. Pulse ox 96%. 

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, forgetful, and disoriented.

ASSESSMENT: The patient is admitted with

1. Traumatic subarachnoid hemorrhage. 

2. Previous history of anoxic brain injury.

3. Cardiac arrhythmia

4. Dementia.

5. Seizure disorder.

PLAN OF CARE: I have reviewed his medications and the labs. Labs show sodium 140. Potassium 5.0, chloride 104, BUN 12, creatinine 0.9, calcium 9.2, WBC 8.5, and hematocrit 38.4. The patient will be maintained on his current medication. He is doing well. No other issue reported today.
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
