Dear Ms. Macht:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Ms. Salisbury with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, type II diabetes, hypertension and chronic fluid losses secondary to ileostomy.  Her last visit was May 22, 2023.  Her weight is down 7 pounds over the last six months.  She believes the Trulicity is helping with weight loss.  She has been feeling well and she has had no hospitalizations or procedures since her last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea and she has chronic loose stools secondary to the ileostomy and no edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from previous visit.
Physical Examination:  Weight 170 pounds, pulse 71 and blood pressure 134/66.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on September 26, 2023, creatinine is stable at 1.53, albumin 4.2, calcium is 9.4, phosphorus 4.4, electrolytes are normal, hemoglobin 12.4 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We will continue to have labs done every three months.
2. Type II diabetes stable.
3. Hypertension currently at goal.
4. Chronic fluid losses secondary to ileostomy.  The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
