CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right-sided low back pain, urinary discomfort, right eye abnormality, and flu vaccination. Also the patient came today as a followup for nicotine cessation.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had low back pain on and off and the pain level was less than 5 and the patient denied any pushing, pulling, or lifting heavy objects. There is no radiation of pain to the lower extremities.
The patient also complained of mild urinary irritation without any fever or chills.

The patient came today for flu vaccination and he had no allergies. Previous flu vaccination had not side effects.
The patient came today as a followup for smoking cessation and he has cut down the smoking drastically and he needs refill on his nicotine patches.

The patient stated that he has right eye abnormality where there are changes in the conjunctiva and the patient sometimes has redness of the eye, but there is no blurry vision.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on famotidine 40 mg once a day along with bland diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on pravastatin 40 mg once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has two adult children. The patient works in a retail store. The patient chews tobacco and does not smoke cigarettes. He had no history of alcohol use or substance abuse.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals pterygium in right eye without any bleeding. There is minimal redness. There is no discharge.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine and there is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
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
