CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for job physical.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she does caretaker work for seniors and she has a form to fill out. Along with physical exam, the patient also needed QuantiFERON TB skin test and hepatitis B antibody for immunity.
The patient stated that she has no fever or chills and she is in good health.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient also has a history of diabetes and she is on glimepiride 2 mg one tablet twice a day and metformin 500 mg two tablets twice a day.

HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.
