Charles is an 83-year-old gentleman being seen for face-to-face evaluation for hospice.
The patient has a history of end-stage CHF, EF around 20-22% at best.
He also suffers from hypertension, COPD, shortness of breath and end-stage COPD with O2 dependency.

The patient is eating very little, has very little appetite, has bowel and bladder incontinence, protein-calorie malnutrition. Because of his atrial fibrillation, he has lost some of his cardiac output, which makes him very weak.
The patient continues to be weak, he has a KPS score of 40% and he has been cared for by his wife. He talks about going back to the Caribbean’s where he is from, but unfortunately there is no way he can travel at this point, most likely he has weeks to live and remains hospice appropriate.
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
