WALKER, VICTOR
Victor Walker is a 65-year-old gentleman with end-stage CHF, hypertension, renal insufficiency and history of dialysis via Quinton catheter.
He is a heavy smoker. He suffers from shortness of breath, weakness, cardiomyopathy, air hunger, low ejection fraction, and difficulty with eating, swallowing because of his severe weakness. His comorbidities also include left-sided weakness related to a stroke previously. Victor has a KPS score of 40%. He lives along with the help of providers and hospice aides and nurses at this time. Given his end-stage diagnosis along with other comorbidities, the patient remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
