VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 109. Respirations 16. Temperature 100.6. Oxygenation 98% on room air.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Mildly erythematous. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Mildly tachycardic at 109. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Flu test today was positive.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Influenza. The patient will receive Tamiflu per weight protocol twice a day for five days. She is going to monitor her symptoms, get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and monitor for improvement. They can return to clinic as needed.
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
