PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. He interacts well with me through the exam today. He does not seem apprehensive about me approaching him.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area: Non-erythematous. Oral mucosa is moist. Upon inspection of the oropharynx, I do see postnasal drip.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy. As above.
LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Sinusitis and otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days.

2. Cough. Histex PD 0.5 mL four times daily p.r.n. cough #30 mL.

3. He is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if needed.
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
