HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 11-year-old male patient here complaining of right lower quadrant pain x1 day. He was sent home from school due to this. He is here for evaluation of this today.

He has not been running fevers. The pain in the right lower quadrant does keep him from doing certain activities. He feels some distress when he rises from a seated position. The heel jar test was positive as well as the psoas sign as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He did have his tonsils removed.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/62. Pulse 71. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 95 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft in the upper quadrant. He does experience or exhibit some grimacing when you press over the McBurney point on his right lower quadrant.

Watching him get up onto the table, there is some grimacing. We have done the heel jar test as well as the psoas sign and they are both positive.

LABORATORY DATA: Urine specimen was obtained. It was all within normal limits.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Right lower quadrant pain. This patient needs to be screened for possible appendicitis. He will be sent to Texas Emergency Hospital for followup now.
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
