Ms. Kerley is a 49-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes mellitus. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes around 1990. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, seizure disorder, depression, and stroke which left the right side some impairment. She also suffers from chronic pain. For her diabetes she is on metformin 1000 mg once daily, glipizide 10 mg once daily. The patient states that she was previously on Ozempic however she lost so much weight with Ozempic and she is on pioglitazone 45 mg once daily. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. She denies any episodes of hypoglycemia. Her last hemoglobin A1c was 10.2%.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes we will adjust her diabetic regimen and place her on metformin 1000 mg twice a day, glipizide 10 mg twice a day. We will change the pioglitazone to Trulicity 1.5 mg once weekly and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel in six to eight weeks. At this point, her current hemoglobin A1c is 10.2%.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia we will check a current lipid panel.
