DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is an 82-year-old African American male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has been in good condition. He does not have any new complaints and, in his latest laboratory workup that was done on 11/07/2023, the kidney function shows that the creatinine remains 1.2, the estimated GFR is actually 56 mL/min. There is no evidence of a significant proteinuria. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 167 mg/g of creatinine.

2. The patient has history of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure at home is always 131/80 most of the time. Today, during the examination in the office, the blood pressure is 184/65. A blood pressure log has been requested.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is with control.

4. The patient is followed by the cardiologist, Dr. Sankar, for his heart problems. In general, Mr. Cosby is in very stable condition. We are going to give an appointment to see us in six months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes in the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
