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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy with polypectomy.
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Colorectal cancer screening.
DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: The patient was then turned around in the left lateral position to proceed with colonoscopic exam. A digital rectal examination was performed. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the cecum, which was identified by the presence of appendiceal orifice, ileocecal valve and confluence of folds. Careful examination was made of the cecum, ileocecal valve, ascending colon, hepatic flexure, transverse colon, splenic flexure, descending colon, sigmoid colon, and the rectum. A retroflex view was obtained of the rectum. The Boston Bowel Preparation Score (BBPS) was 1 for ascending colon, 2 for transverse colon, and 2 for descending colon. Withdrawal time was 26 minutes. The patient tolerated the procedure well and recovered well post procedure without any complications.

FINDINGS: Transverse colon polyps 4 to 5 cm in size pedunculated with erythematous head and a narrow pedicle. This was clipped followed by hot snare polypectomy followed by a second clip placement to prevent post-polypectomy bleeding. Tattoo was placed one-fold and two-fold distal to this polypectomy spot. Descending colon polyp 1 cm pedunculated with erythematous appearance was clipped followed by cold snare polypectomy.
Rectum polyp 8 mm, sessile, semi-sessile appearing was removed by cold biopsy forceps. Small hemorrhoids noted on retroflexed view. There was diverticulosis in the descending and sigmoid colon. Overall, the prep quality was poor.

IMPRESSION: Transverse colon large polyp. Descending colon large polyp. Rectum colon polyp. Small hemorrhoids. Diverticulosis. Poor prep.
PLAN:
1. Repeat colonoscopy in six months.

2. Await biopsy results.
