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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy with polypectomy.
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Colorectal cancer screening.
DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: The patient was then turned around in the left lateral position to proceed with colonoscopic exam. A digital rectal examination was performed. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the cecum, which was identified by the presence of appendiceal orifice, ileocecal valve and confluence of folds. Careful examination was made of the cecum, ileocecal valve, ascending colon, hepatic flexure, transverse colon, splenic flexure, descending colon, sigmoid colon, and the rectum. A retroflex view was obtained of the rectum. The Boston Bowel Preparation Score (BBPS) was 3 for ascending colon, 3 for transverse colon, and 3 for descending colon. Withdrawal time was 15 minutes. The patient tolerated the procedure well and recovered well post procedure without any complications.

FINDINGS: Cecum colon polyp 0.5 cm sessile removed by cold biopsy. Second cecum polyp 0.5 cm sessile removed by cold biopsy. Ascending colon polyp 0.5 cm sessile removed by cold biopsy. Transverse colon polyp 0.5 cm sessile removed by cold biopsy. Splenic flexure 0.5 cm polyp sessile removed by cold biopsy. Sigmoid colon polyp appeared hyperplastic 1 to 1.2 cm. Two polyps are removed by cold snare. Multiple other hyperplastic rectosigmoid polyps were not taken. 
IMPRESSION: Multiple colon polyps as described above. Based on overall number of polyps removed in the current procedure and previous procedures, the patient fits the description for sessile serrated polyposis syndrome.
PLAN:
1. Follow up in the office to discuss biopsy results.
2. Recommend repeat colonoscopy in one to three years.

3. Repeat colonoscopy in one year due to sessile serrated polyposis syndrome.
