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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy.
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Colorectal cancer screening.
DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: The patient was then turned around in the left lateral position to proceed with colonoscopic exam. A digital rectal examination was performed. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the cecum, which was identified by the presence of appendiceal orifice, ileocecal valve and confluence of folds. Careful examination was made of the cecum, ileocecal valve, ascending colon, hepatic flexure, transverse colon, splenic flexure, descending colon, sigmoid colon, and the rectum. A retroflex view was obtained of the rectum. The Boston Bowel Preparation Score (BBPS) was 3 for ascending colon, 3 for transverse colon, and 3 for descending colon. Withdrawal time was 6 minutes. The patient tolerated the procedure well and recovered well post procedure without any complications.
FINDINGS: Large hemorrhoids were noted external and internal on retroflexed view, otherwise normal colonoscopy.

IMPRESSION: Large hemorrhoids.
PLAN:
1. Referred to colorectal surgery for management of hemorrhoids if the patient is willing.

2. Next colonoscopy can be performed in 10 years, but given the patient’s age, recommend he discussed with his PCP about next colonoscopy based on overall health status.
