CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with her son as a followup after emergency room visit. The patient complained of neck pain, diarrhea, and generalized weakness.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was taken to the emergency room complaining of severe neck pain and diarrhea. The patient had extensive workup done and x-ray showed severe arthritis of the cervical spine and for the diarrhea she was advised on liquid diet and it resolved and the patient is much better today.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, or change in the bowel habits or stool color.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 10 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of coronary stent and she is on clopidogrel 75 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes and she is on glipizide 10 mg one tablet twice a day, Levemir insulin 7 units everyday, Humalog insulin according to the sliding scale, metformin 500 mg one tablet a day, and Januvia 100 mg once a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her son and she is wheelchair bound when she is outside and at home she uses walker. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema. The patient has right foot drop and uses special brace.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient moves all extremities without any problem.
I had a long discussion with son regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
