CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right knee pain and difficulty walking.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was involved automobile accident. The patient was a driver with seatbelt on and he was hit from another vehicle and the patient’s right knee hit against the dashboard with significant pain. However, the patient was able to get down and since then the patient stated that pain is worse upon exertion and the pain level is 8 and he took over‑the‑counter medication without much relief. The patient stated that he never had knee pain.
The patient also complained of low back pain and whole body ache and it is slowly improved after that the patient is feeling better.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, passing out or focal neurological deficit.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Erectile dysfunction.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is divorced and he works in a factory fulltime. The patient has to walk almost continuously. The patient has no history of alcohol use, substance abuse, or drug abuse.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the right knee due to automobile accident and the patient is able to ambulate with a slow pace.
Lumbar spine examination reveals no significant tenderness.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
