INTERNAL MEDICINE EXAMINATION – MARISA C. INIGO, M.D.

IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: This is a 62-year-old single male with no children who presented to my office for a disability evaluation to evaluate allegations of fracture of the C5-C6 vertebra with spinal stenosis, hypertension, and hypercholesterolemia. The claimant is presently unemployed and his last employment date was in May 2016, where he states he did manual labor. He worked with the Fort for five years and did deli work and work for a grocery store for another five years and three years additionally. He was also in the military from 1981 to 1985. During the time that he worked he worked eight hours per day, five days out of the week, and four weeks out of the month. At the present time, he lives in his niece’s house with her in her home and is not receiving disability benefits.

ALLEGATIONS:
1. FRACTURE OF THE C5-C6 VERTEBRA WITH SPINAL STENOSIS.

2. HYPERTENSION.

3. HYPERCHOLESTEROLEMIA.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ALLEGATIONS:

1. FRACTURE OF THE C5-C6 VERTEBRA WITH SPINAL STENOSIS: The claimant states that in 2016, he started to develop pain in his neck area. He states he does not recall there was any injury he just noticed that he started to have a needle pain and stabbing pain in the cervical spine area, which would radiate down to both shoulders and shoulder blade areas. He denies any surgery for this condition.
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His limitations include being able to walk 1 mile, stand for one hour, sit for three hours, lift approximately 30 pounds above his head, and bend over to pick up clothes. He has no assistive devices that he uses at this time. His daily activities include watching TV, doing light housework, going to the grocery store, cooking, doing the laundry, and cutting the grass. At the present time, he is been treated by a physician at the Veterans Administration. He denies seeing a chiropractor but did receive two months of physical therapy for his neck. The claimant did have EMGs perform, which diagnosed bilateral ulnar neuropathy, which was more on the right side and on the left. Nerve conduction velocities were normal however. He was also diagnosed with neural foraminal stenosis and degenerative disc disease with stenosis noted at the C4-C5 level, C-5-C6 level, and the C6-C7 level. His condition is stable at this time and he appears to be doing well.

2. HYPERTENSION: The claimant states that in 1985, he was having temporal headaches, which he had been having approximately three to four years prior to being diagnosed with hypertension. He denies any blurred vision. He also denies any end-organ damage such as myocardial infarction, cerebrovascular accident, or nephropathy. His blood pressure at this visit was 163/89 mmHg. He is presently taking losartan, potassium 100 mg one half tablet q.d., and amlodipine besylate 100 mg one tablet q.d. at night for his blood pressure. His blood pressure reading at this time is borderline high.

3. HYPERCHOLESTEROLEMIA: The claimant states that in 1995, that he was taking atorvastatin 20 mg q.d. because he was diagnosed with hypercholesterolemia. He denies any myocardial infarction, cerebrovascular accidents, or peripheral vascular disease. His condition appears to be stable at this time and he has been told that his levels are well controlled. Limitations and other problems, the claimant states that he had a right knee puncture wound in 1983 but no surgeries were performed or injections given. He states that occasionally gives him pain. His symptoms at this time include swelling, warmth, pain and stiffness, increased pain with cold damp weather, and pain that he feels daily. His limitations include being able to walk 1 mile, stand for one hour, climb two flights of stairs, squat and bend over to pick up clothes. The claimant is right-handed dominant and is able to write, use a coffee cup, open up a jar top, use a skillet, sweep a room, button his clothes, and lift approximately 30 pounds above his head. He did not present with any other assistive devices. However, the claimant does have a left knee support brace, which was given to him by the Veterans Administration. For physical activity, he does like chores and does cut the grass. Medications that he is taking for pain at this time include ibuprofen 800 mg t.i.d., tramadol hydrochloride 50 mg b.i.d., tizanidine hydrochloride 4 mg b.i.d., diclofenac sodium topical gel 1% apply q.i.d. p.r.n. as need for pain, and lidocaine patches 5% that he applies q.d.

FAMILY HISTORY: His father died at the age of 78 from asbestosis. His mother died at the age of 88 from dementia.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Losartan potassium 100 mg one and half tablet p.o. q.d.

2. Amlodipine besylate 100 mg p.o. q.d.
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3. Ibuprofen 800 mg t.i.d. as needed for inflammation.

4. Atorvastatin 20 mg q.d.

5. Tramadol hydrochloride 50 mg b.i.d.

6. Tizanidine hydrochloride 4 mg b.i.d.

7. Diclofenac sodium topical cream 1% apply q.i.d. as needed to affected area.

8. Lidocaine patch 5% apply q.d.

MEDICAL PROBLEMS: Hypertension, mild decreased hearing, hypercholesterolemia, cervical spine fracture of the C5-C6 with stenosis at the level of C4-C5, C5-C6, and C6-C7 with bilateral ulnar neuropathy confirm with EMGs the right side being more than the left, and neural foraminal spinal stenosis by MRI with degenerative disc disease.

MAJOR SURGERIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: TOBACCO: The claimant denies any history of smoking. ALCOHOL: The claimant states he drinks socially. DELIRIUM TREMENS / SEIZURES: The claimant denies any delirium tremens or seizure disorder. SUBSTANCE ABUSE: The claimant denies any use of marijuana, cocaine, crack, heroin, or any IV drug abuse. COMMUNICABLE DISEASES: The claimant denies any history of hepatitis, HIV, or any sexually transmitted diseases.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HT: 5’7”. WT: 212 lbs. BMI: 33. TEMP: 97.8°F. BP: 163/89 mmHg. HR: 82 bpm. RR: 14 rpm. Oxygen Saturation 95%.

GENERAL: This is a 62-year-old male who appears to be his stated age and is in no acute distress. He also appears to be a reliable historian who presented to my office for a disability evaluation.

HEENT: The claimant has a normocephalic, atraumatic head. No scleral icterus was noted or conjunctival petechiae. The fundoscopic examination of un-dilated pupils appeared grossly normal. No oral pharyngeal erythema, exudate, or other lesions were noted. External auditory canals were normal in appearance and no lesions in the nares were noted. Pupils were equally round and reactive to light and extraocular movements were intact. Visual acuity was grossly normal. Confrontational visual fields were grossly normal.
SNELLEN VISION: OD: Uncorrected is 20/20; pinhole is 20/20. OS: Uncorrected is 20/25; pinhole is 20/25. Binocular uncorrected is 20/20.
NECK: No thyromegaly, thyroid nodule, lymphadenopathy, or mass appreciated with palpation.
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CARDIOVASCULAR: The jugular venous pulsations are less than 7 cm and there was a regular rate and rhythm with auscultation. No murmurs, rubs, or gallops were heard with auscultation. Carotid pulses were 2+ on the left side and 2+ on the right side. Dorsalis pedis pulses were 2+ on the left side and 2+ on the right side. Radial pulses were 2+ on the left side and 2+ on the right side. Posterior tibialis were also normal 2+ on the left side and 2+ on the right side.

LUNGS: Lungs were clear to auscultation and percussion bilaterally. No thoracic abnormalities were noted on the rib cage.

ABDOMEN: Abdomen was soft and nontender but mildly distended on palpation. Normal active bowel sounds were auscultated. No organomegaly or mass is appreciated on evaluation.

EXTREMITIES: No clubbing or cyanosis was noted on either one of the lower extremities. No ulcers or veins were noted as well as no pitting edema. Calves were nontender. The Homan’s sign was negative.

SKIN: The claimant has white deep pigmented areas of his wrist area, which appeared to be something of a vitiligo. The claimant states he had an allergic reaction to an antihypertensive medication.

NEUROLOGICAL: The claimant was alert and oriented times three and had good eye contact with me. His speech was fluent and his mood was appropriate for the time. He had clear thought processes and his memory was normal. Concentration was good and he was oriented to time, place, person, and situation. Reflexes of the patellar and ankle were 2+ bilaterally, as well as, normal reflexes for the brachioradialis reflex and bicep reflex bilaterally.

CRANIAL NERVES: Cranial nerves II-XII were grossly intact.

CEREBELLAR: The claimant’s gait was steady and symmetric. The claimant did not come with an assistive device. His hand eye coordination was good and finger-to-nose was normal. Heel-to-shin exam was normal and the Romberg sign was negative.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The claimant had some palpable muscle spasms and tenderness of the cervical spine. No joint swelling, erythema, effusion, or deformity was noted. There is a normal range of motion of the thoracic and lumbar spine. However, the claimant does have mild decreased range of motion of the cervical spine. The claimant was able to forward flex within 3 inches of the floor. There is normal range of motion, motor and sensory findings in the upper and lower extremities. However, the claimant does appear to have bilateral ulnar nerve decreased sensation but does have good motor function everything else is normal.
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ASSISTIVE DEVICES: He requires no assistive devices.

NEUROLOGICAL: Grip strength is 5/5 bilaterally. Cranial Nerves II through XII were grossly intact. Reflexes were symmetrical; and biceps, brachioradialis, patellar, and Achilles reflexes were normal. Sensory examination was normal to light touch, pinprick, and position sense was normal. No evidence of muscle wasting or muscle spasm. Muscle strength was 5/5 for all tested areas. Fine and dexterous finger control is normal bilaterally.

X-RAY OF THE CERVICAL SPINE – No acute findings.

FUNCTIONAL CAPACITY:

Based on the current examination, the claimant’s ability to sit, stand, and move about is mildly unrestricted. He is able to lift, carry, and handle small to medium size objects. The claimant hears and speaks well. There is some evidence of joint deformities, bone and tissue destruction in the form of bilateral ulnar nerve damage along with cervical spine stenosis. He is able to heel, toe, and tandem walk. There is normal grip strength bilaterally. His ability to reach, handle, finger, and feel is unrestricted. On examination, the claimant shows no evidence of muscle wasting or fatigue. The claimant has no limitation in visual fields or in his visual acuity. He is able to communicate very well without limitations; but does have some mild restricted limitations in his workplace environment secondary to cervical spine stenosis with mild bilateral ulnar nerve neuritis.

PROBABLE DIAGNOSES:

1. FRACTURE OF THE C5-C6/SPINAL STENOSIS - confirm with medical records. However, there was no confirmation of the fractures. The claimant appears to have degenerative disc disease, but does have positive EMGs of both arms consisting of ulnar nerve neuropathy.

2. HYPERTENSION - being treated at this time. Blood pressure was 163/89 mmHg, which is borderline high. However, he does appear to be fairly well controlled. He appeared to be somewhat nervous when he came to the exam.

3. HYPERCHOLESTEROLEMIA - being treated at this time appears to be fairly well controlled with the medication that he is taking at this time.
