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1. NK, 56-year-old woman wit history of high blood pressure on lisinopril 40 mg comes in with the blood pressure of 175/100. The patient was given Toradol. Blood pressure came down to 152/88. No medication for blood pressure was given. Diagnosis was hypertension and headache. No other medication was given for blood pressure. Dr. English did document that the patient will see PCP in the morning. Left message for the patient to call me back. Consider treatment of the hypertension as apposed to treatment for headache.
2. LM, is a 30-year-old woman comes in with shortness of breath, history of asthma, Flu A, Flu B, positive COVID, sent home with Paxlovid and Tamiflu. No chest x-ray was done. Please consider chest x-ray now COVID positive patient especially when accompanied with wheezing, shortness of breath, and positive Flu A and Flu B. Left message for the patient to call back.

3. AB, is a 4-year-old child with facial rash diagnosed with tinea. Treated with clotrimazole. Mailbox is full.

4. RB, 45-year-old woman with earache, sore throat, fever, nausea, and urinary frequency. Diagnosed with strep. Sent home with PenVK tablets. Voicemail not set up. Only swab testing was done despite urinary frequency and such.
5. CG, 6-year-old with sore throat, fever, and stomach ache. Diagnosed with Flu B. Sent home with Tamiflu. The count is too low in balance to receive calls.
6. ST, 57-year-old woman with abdominal pain, history of diabetes, and hypertension. CBC and CMP negative. Blood sugar 187. Swab test negative. Amylase and lipase negative. CT negative. Sent home with no medications. No one answered.

7. JM, 24-year-old woman with STD exposure. UA showed leukocytes treated with Rocephin and doxycycline. Left message for the patient to call me back. Treated with Rocephin and doxy with a presumed positive chlamydia.
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
