DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 75-year-old white female, patient of Dr. _______ who is referred to the office for the followup of membranous nephropathy that is PLA2R negative. The patient has been treated with the administration of CellCept. Currently, the patient is taking 500 mg p.o. b.i.d. and prednisone down to 3 mg. The patient has evidence as of January 2023 of a serum creatinine that was 1.34, a BUN of 34 and a proteinuria that is negligible, within normal range. I am not going to change the prescription. The patient is supposed to continue taking the same medications as prescribed by her nephrologist up in Michigan.

2. The patient has anemia that is associated to probably the chronic kidney disease and/or the administration of a mycophenolate and she is treated with iron infusions and/or the administration of Procrit. When she is Up North, she receives Aranesp. For those purposes, she goes to the Florida Cancer Center.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure is 125/69.

4. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. The patient is CKD stage IIIB-A1. Reevaluation. We are going to run the blood test every three months and we are going to see her in April 2024.
