DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION: Mr. Fox is a 66-year-old white male who is referred by Mr. Keith Coker, PA-C who had the opportunity to evaluate Mr. Fox who is in County Jail in Wauchula. Apparently, Mr. Fox has been complaining of abdominal and back discomfort. An ultrasound of the kidneys was done and a left kidney mass was identified. The patient has complete normal kidney function; the serum creatinine is 0.87, GFR is 96 and the patient has not had any episodes of hematuria. Unfortunately, we do not have a urinalysis to assess the case for proteinuria. To the physical examination, this patient is without evidence of arterial hypertension. He is partially edentulous. The complexities of the chest are with increased AP diameter, decreased air entry bilaterally; he used to be a heavy smoker and has been smoking for over 40 years. There is no evidence of abdominal masses to palpation. In the extremities, there is no evidence of edema. Superficial varicosities decreased. Faint pulses bilaterally. The nature of the left kidney mass has to be identified and, for that reason, it would be in his benefit to have an MRI with contrast in order to determine the nature of the mass. Once we obtain the results of the MRI, we could either consider the mass biopsy or a PET scan. I am going to get in communication with Mr. Coker after the MRI results. I recommend a screening of the urine for hematuria.
