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1. QH, 16-year-old with a fractured right foot, placed in a boot, sent to orthopedist, left message for mother to call back.
2. CJ, 28-year-old with cough and congestion, diagnosed with URI. Swab test negative. Offered chest x-ray, she refused. She was placed on Tessalon. She was very happy with the care received.

3. KM, 12-year-old with cough and congestion. Swabs were negative. Diagnosed with URI. No medications were given, but mother states she is already doing better. Happy with the care received.

4. AS, 22-month-old baby with rash in the vaginal area, diagnosed with candidiasis. Given clotrimazole. Left message for family to call back.

5. AG, 21-day-old seen with some kind of rash on his ulna. No medications were given. Mother does not know what to do. She is going to see her primary care physician because the rash is still there on a 21-day-old baby and has not gotten worse. No workup or lab work was done. Diagnosis was rash. Nevertheless, mother was happy with the care.

6. SM, she is a 67-year-old woman took a fall at home, came in with a blood pressure 210/95. The patient was given Norco, Toradol, MS and Zofran in the emergency room. Cardiac workup negative. CBC negative. D-dimer slightly high. CT of the brain negative. EKG negative. Chest x-ray negative. Dr. Tubb wanted to do a CTA, but the radiologist felt like they could not do one at this time. The patient was sent home on Mobic. I just talked to the son, he states mother is doing well and was happy with the care received. Consider possible admission for multiple trauma in a 67-year-old debilitated person or at least 23-hour observation.
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
