History: Ms. Ramos is a 67-year-old. She has:

1. Since last year, a right renal mass.

2. Kidney stones.

3. History of stroke affecting the left side of the body.

4. History of thrombus in the inferior vena cava. The patient is under care of cardiac surgeon.
5. Had a lung nodule.
The patient initially went for some treatments to MD Anderson, but her insurance did not cover. So, she decided to stick here. The MD Anderson second opinion revealed a urothelial high-grade tumor with focal squamous differentiation. GYN workup was negative. Percutaneous biopsy showed renal cell carcinoma clear cell. The patient is on Opdivo every four weeks. There is no hydronephrosis. The patient was advised BCG due to cancer in situ of bladder. Induction BCG was completed. The patient was a possible candidate for cytoreductive nephrectomy.

Medications: The patient’s medications include:

1. Levothyroxine.

2. Metformin.

3. Ditropan.

4. MiraLax.

There was no pleural effusion on CT of the chest. A PET scan was essentially negative. A FISH cytology was positive on 07/31/23. The last creatinine was 0.9 in September 2023.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Clear cell carcinoma right kidney.

2. Type II diabetes mellitus without complications.

3. Pulmonary nodule.

4. Carcinoma in situ of bladder.

5. History of renal calculi.

6. History of transitional cell carcinoma of bladder.

7. Atresia and stenosis of urethra and bladder neck.

8. History of UTI.

Plan: The patient is advised A1c, CBC, a urine, and I will see the patient for followup in a month.
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
