CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of pain after inguinal and right hydrocele surgery.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has right inguinal hernia repair along with hydrocele surgery and the patient was given pain medication; however, the patient has pain now and the pain level is up to 7 and the patient has a followup appointment in next few days. Meantime, the patient is advised to take two pills of Norco at each 5 mg plus 325 mg every six hours as needed.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling, or loss of consciousness.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness. Lower abdominal examination reveals surgical scar in the right inguinal area for recent surgical intervention and it is covered with surgical dressing and there is no blood stain or pus on the surgical dressing. The patient is also using suspender. The patient denied any active bleeding and he has no problem urinating.
The patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
