ARNOLD, BOBBY

Mr. Arnold is a 78-year-old gentleman with history of Alzheimer’s dementia, currently on hospice with comorbidities of atherosclerotic heart disease, coronary artery disease, hypertension, urinary retention, skin cancer, history of MI, DJD, pain related to DJD, and dementia with Lewy body involvement. He has shown progressive decline evident by weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, and decreased appetite. He used to be oriented x 1, but no longer is he oriented at all. He continues to have issues at night with wandering and hallucination, which is the hallmark of Lewy body dementia associated with confusion, aspiration, and muscle wasting. His wife is his primary caregiver who he no longer recognizes. Has a KPS score of 40%, no longer able to ambulate, bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent, decreased appetite and again he is very much a candidate for hospice with less than six months to live showing steady decline in his condition.
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
