Mr. Blythe is a 49-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with the diagnoses of COPD endstage, O2 dependency, anxiety, weight loss, increased shortness of breath despite being on oxygen 4 liters, dyspnea while speaking, at rest and any type of activity. He sleeps now majority of the day. He has a KPS score of 40%. He is no longer able to ambulate. He used to ambulate with prosthetic trainers. He is not ambulating because of severe weakness and shortness of breath. He lives with his wife Fanchon who is his primary care giver. Despite his wife, he requires both hospice nurses and aides to care for him at home. He is no longer a candidate for any further hospitalization regarding his COPD. He remains hospice appropriate with decline in his appetite and his weight, increase in his shortness of breath, to name a few issues and most likely has less than six months to live.
