DICTATION STARTS ABRUPTLY 
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia stable, HTN, CKD, chronic pain, generalized weakness, gait instability is in wheelchair, and chronic constipation.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., Norvasc 5 mg q.d., atenolol 50 mg q.d., docusate q.d., gabapentin 100 mg t.i.d., hydralazine 50 mg t.i.d., Hiprex 1 g b.i.d., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., Prostat 30 cc q.d., Salonpas patch to lower back q.d., and same to her right calf p.r.n., and tramadol 50 mg q.6h.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.

DIET: Regular chopped meat.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, seated comfortably in her wheelchair.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 163/71, pulse 65, temperature 98.1, respirations 17, and weight 117.4 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is seated upright in her manual wheelchair. Her right ankle is mildly edematous and tender to palpation. No redness or warmth.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Oriented x 2 to 3. She can voice her needs and understands given information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Right ankle pain. Icy Hot to area in the morning and bedtime. We will follow up in a week or two and see how she is doing.

2. Other skincare issues. She has been followed by Previse Wound Care and I am not sure if the issues that they started seeing her for have resolved. 
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
