WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION NOTE

The patient is seen for followup of injury to right hip. An MRI done three days ago with authorization for Saturday’s office visit to discuss results. The patient states she has been doing much better, off work, now having the better weight except limited ambulation with decreased pain. MRI done at Spring Imaging shows multiple tendon tears including a high-grade partial thickness tear involving the distal right gluteus medius tendon, associated right trochanteric bursitis, high-grade partial thickness tear of the left gluteus medius tendon with associated trochanteric bursitis, partial thickness tear of the origins of the right and left common hamstring tendons, bilateral ischial tuberosities, and osteoarthritis of the right hip with associated lesions as per report. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Examination is unchanged with continued painful internal and external rotation on inspection of hip. Remainder of physical exam is unremarkable including general appearance; head, eyes, ears, nose and throat; neck, lungs, heart, abdomen, back, skin, and neurologic.

IMPRESSION: Followup of fall with injury to the right hip at work with abnormal MRI showing multiple tendon injuries.

PLAN: The patient will be referred to orthopedics for further evaluation prior to initiating physical therapy. 
RECOMMENDATIONS: She states she is doing better with meloxicam, to be continued taking daily, without returning to work pending further evaluation and consideration. The patient advised to return on 11/28/23 to monitor progress and orthopedic evaluation. 

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Workers’ compensation injury with fall at work with significant right hip injury with multiple tendon tears. Orthopedic consult to be obtained as soon as possible. The patient is to follow up on 11/28/23. To continue meloxicam at present.
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
