History: Ms. Atkinson was seen today. Ms. Atkinson has been seeing Dr. Toussaint for her back pain. She states the steroid shot in the back did help her, physical therapy did help her, but further testing of her MRIs revealed she has a small 0.5 cm or 4-5 mm meningioma at T6 level with lot of spinal stenosis and nerve compression for which reason the patient may need a surgery and I told her when I looked at the results that if they want to remove the meningioma because she has pain it is good. The patient is now using a cane for ambulation and she brought a cane with her today just to be stable so she does not fall. The third is before surgery I think it is a good idea we already do a cardiology consult as preop so that the patient will be ready for surgery whenever Dr. Toussaint wants to do surgery. This was discussed with the patient. I told that probably her surgery may be sometime in January, but I do not decide that, so it is up to them whatever they want to do. The patient understands plan of treatment. The lengthy discussion about surgery, not having surgery and pros and cons of surgery discussed.

Ms. Atkinson, in addition, has another problem where she had mammograms done in 2022, and there was some abnormality in the right breast and the patient was scheduled for a biopsy. On the biopsy table, the radiologist did another ultrasound to see where exactly the abnormality in the breast was and he was not able to palpate or feel any abnormality in the right breast by radiology; by ultrasound or by exam or x-ray. So, the patient’s biopsy was canceled and the x-ray was read as normal. The patient does need a mammogram for 2023, which we have sent multiple requests, but the patient has not been called. So, we gave the request to the patient and called herself so that she understands that she has to be responsible for making the appointment, all we can do is try to send them the request.
