The patient presents with history of swelling to his left foot, seen here before with clearing, recurrence the past couple of days without known injury.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Soft tissue swelling over left distal dorsolateral foot. No abnormality of gait. No evidence of neurovascular or tendon injury. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Back: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. 
X-rays of the foot were taken and with impression of probable occult injury to left foot with corn left fifth toe with questionable cellulitis.

The patient was given prescription for Medrol Dosepak and Bactrim with advice to follow up with his podiatrist as soon as possible and to follow up with his primary care doctor as well.
