This 86-year-old woman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure, shortness of breath, hypoxemia, CHF, and diastolic dysfunction. The patient also suffers from stage III renal failure, volume overload, decreased activity, decreased mentation, low ejection fraction. Blood sugars are controlled since she is not eating very much at this time. She refuses to use her CPAP most of the time. She has a KPS score of 40%. She has lost 3 pounds. The patient lives in a nursing home facility where she is cared for by the hospice and the nursing staff and is showing steady decline regarding her endstage congestive heart failure and associated symptoms.
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
