CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of left-sided sore throat for the past five days getting worse.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother reports eruption on his back for several months, white pimples, history of hyperactivity attention deficit disorder off medications for several months, now failing in school, requesting to get back on it.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in no distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflamed and increased size of the left tonsil with occasional exudate without evidence of peritonsillar swelling or fluctuance. Neck: Left-sided 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Hyperactive child. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Left tonsillitis, acne on back and attention deficit hyperactivity disorder. Strep testing was negative.
PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Rocephin 750 mg IM and prescription for cefdinir. Advised to follow up in two days to be seen by PCP; if not able to, to go to the emergency room getting worsening or non-improvement in condition with tonsillitis without evidence of peritonsillar abscess.
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
