The patient presents with history of cough, sore throat, sinus congestion and flu-like symptoms for two days. She was seen here for the past several days with itching in her left ear.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Vertigo and small vessel disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Smokes one-half pack of cigarettes a day. Store manager with exposure to different germs.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with influenza.
PLAN: The patient is given shots of Rocephin and dexamethasone, requested and also prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and Bromfed. Follow up with PCP and cardiologist.
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
