Dear Mr. Novak:

This is a followup for Mr. Kanine with history of obstructive uropathy and renal failure.  Last visit in April.  Foley catheter has been removed.  He does not need to do any bladder catheterization.  Urine is clear without infection, cloudiness or blood.  Extensive review of system is completely negative.  There is minor feeling tired, but has not exercised too much.

Medication:  The only medication includes thyroid replacement.

Physical Exam:  Today weight 178 pounds, blood pressure 120/80.  Alert and oriented x3.  No skin or mucosal abnormalities. No palpable lymph nodes.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abdominal or back tenderness.  No ascites.  No edema or neurological problems.

Labs:  Chemistries October, creatinine 1.7 appears to be now baseline between 1.6 and 1.8.  Normal cell count, hemoglobin and platelets.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis 21 and 22.  Present GFR 46 stage III.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Obstructive uropathy clinically stable, not symptomatic.

2. Acute on chronic renal failure, stabilizing at present level without symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.

3. Normal blood pressure, no treatment.

4. Other chemistries with kidney disease has not required EPO management.  Potassium and acid base stable.  Nutrition is stable.  He does not need phosphorous binders.

5. He is planning to go to Florida for the winter and come back next year.  I will see him at that time.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
