Dear Dr. Bennett
This is a followup for Mr. Quick with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  Diarrhea one to two days a week without any bleeding, abdominal pain or fever.  Good appetite.  He has gained weight.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  He has frequency, urgency, incontinence which is chronic without infection, cloudiness or blood.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech.  He uses a cane.  Denies falling episode.  Not using the walker any more.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, or syncope.  Denies increase of dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  He does not check blood pressure at home.  In the office, it has been okay.  Review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the Eliquis anticoagulation otherwise Coreg and losartan.  Lasix and potassium every other day.  Norvasc, diabetes, and cholesterol management.

Physical Examination:  Today, weight 194 pounds.  Blood pressure 128/60 on the right-sided.  Alert and oriented x3.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  Lungs are clear.  He has atrial fibrillation, rate less than 90.  No pericardial rub.  Tympanic abdomen, but no ascites or tenderness.  No major edema or focal motor deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries November.  Creatinine 2.0 which is baseline.  Anemia 11.8.  Normal white blood cell and platelet.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium, and phosphorus.  GFR 31 stage III to IV.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III to IV, clinically stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.
2. Blood pressure well controlled in the office.

3. Anemia.  EPO for hemoglobin less than 10.  No external bleeding.
4. Normal electrolytes and acid base.

5. Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
6. Anticoagulated Eliquis without bleeding.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
