CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he also has patch of hair loss on the head started few weeks ago and it is improving now.
The patient also complained of fatigue and it is also getting better now since he is doing some cardiac workout.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Not very significant.

ALLERGIES: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother has diabetes mellitus.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married and he works as an IT profession fulltime job. The patient has no children and he has no history of alcohol use or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Skin examination reveals less than 2 cm area of hair loss on the scalp and there is no other lesions noted.
