HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 17-year-old male patient here today complaining of headache off and on. He stayed home from school today due to the headache. He is feeling much better right now. No other symptoms. No fever or flu-like symptoms. No chills. No cough. No sore throat or ear pain. No abdominal pain. He carries on with his normal bathroom habit as well without any issues.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Allergies.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy and bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He takes hydroxyzine.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He does not seem to be in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/79. Pulse 73. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 100% on room air.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: All within normal limits. No tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. No postnasal drip. No erythema. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Mildly obese, soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Headache, recovered for now, resolved. The patient will receive Motrin 800 mg three times a day as preemptive medicine that he can take when he experiences any headaches. He is also going to keep a log of when these headaches occur. He tells me he does not have any issues with his vision. Nevertheless, I will recommend he gets his eyes checked as well. He can return to clinic p.r.n.
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
