History: Ms. McCombs is a 97-year-old white female with:

1. Chronic atrial fibrillation.

2. Congestive heart failure.

3. Fatigue.

4. Elevated creatinine off and on.

She was living all by herself in assisted living, but now has moved in with her sister-in-law. Unfortunately, after she moved in, a few months later her son got a severe heart attack and a stroke and was hospitalized for several days in Houston Hospital. Now, he is back home and getting rehab. The patient really does not have much help in terms of bringing her to the office and she states overall she is handling things well and doing well and not particularly more short of breath. Her chronic fatigue still persists. We discussed as to when her labs were done and her last labs were done in October. She states she is feeling good. So, what we have decided is she continues present medication, we will check CBC, CMP, BNP and proBNP on her. The patient whenever she has time she will send somebody to come and pick up the lab slip, get the labs done in beginning of January and then come and see me in the middle of January. The patient understands plan of treatment.

The Patient’s Major Problems are:

1. The patient is 97 years old.

2. History of chronic congestive heart failure.

3. History of chronic atrial fibrillation. The patient is on chronic anticoagulation.
