History: Mr. Dods was seen today. He was earlier seen with pneumonia and cough and congestion. He states he had a good Thanksgiving because he was just getting better. He states he feels much improved. He has no shortness of breath. On the physical exam, he had no inspiratory or expiratory rhonchi as I had heard on his previous visit or some bibasilar rales.
